PRESELI & DISTRICT DARTS LEAGUE
RULES
The League shall be managed by the elected Executive  committee of seven:
President, Chairman, Vice-Chairman, Sec/Fix.Sec, Treasurer and two members.

            Players may register up to and including the first game, after which all registration must be in the hands of the Fixture Secretary and paid for SEVEN clear days before a player can play in the League,.  A player can only register for one team per season.  The registration fee per player is ,3.00. The deposit of ,25 includes the first 7 players, after which ,3.00 per player must  accompany any registrations.
The League shall hold an Annual General Meeting:

(a)   To receive the Treasurer=s balance sheet;

(b)   To discuss any proposals for changes in the League.

(c)   To Elect a Committee

Any changes to the Rules of the League must obtain a majority vote of the meeting to become effective.  The Committee shall call an extraordinary meeting which shall be the same as an Annual General Meeting.

3.           The League shall consist of One Division.  Promotion/Relegation decided at the A.G.M. League matches are on Friday nights and consist of 1001one leg, 1 point per game,  five games of singles and one game of doubles 3 x 501,and one game of threes best of 3 x 701 up.  Draw out of hat for order of play with the doubles being drawn after the singles have been played.  In The Threes Game, NO PLAYER WHO PLAYED IN THE DOUBLES MAY PLAY, If a Team are only four players, they will miss a throw in the Threes. Home team to throw first for the bull, with the winner throwing first in the first leg and third leg if necessary.  One point will be awarded for each game won and ONE bonus point for the winning team.  The minimum throwing distance shall be 7'9 1/4". The height of the board must be 5'8" to the center bull.  The floor must be marked with a raised >oche=.  Any player throwing from less than 7'91/4" shall lose that score.  Team selection at 8.30 p.m. and >Toe the  Oche= at 8.45p.m.

5.           A team can only register 14 players and no registration will be accepted  by the League after 31st December 2009   Every player must live within 12 miles of the home board.  The League will present trophies annually.  Nine trophies will be presented to the League Winners and Runner-up. The main trophies shall be held by the winning teams for one season and must be returned to the League.

6.           The winning team=s captain to send result sheets to the Fixture Secretary within 48 hours of matches and phone by 12 noon next day.

7.             The home team is responsible for ensuring that playing conditions are to an acceptable League standard.  All scores to be  marked on A scoreboard that is visible from the >oche=.

8.             All disputes and complaints must be sent to the Committee in writing  within  24 hours accompanied by a deposit of ,10.00 that will be returned provided the complaint is upheld by the Committee.

9.             Information regarding re-arranged matches must be in the Hands of the Fixture Secretary 48 Hours prior to the original date of the match. Re-arranged matches to be played within FOURTEEN (14) days, with opposition to propose three dates

10.          The Committee shall take disciplinary action against Teams for:

(a)         Failing to turn up for a Match or late arrival.

(b)         Failing to provide playing conditions to required standard.

(c)         Failing to send in result sheets.

(e)      Failing to give 48 Hours notice of cancellation to the opposition and the Fixture Secretary.  At the Next AGM of the    League,That said Team (as agreed at a meeting of All Team Representatives, Captain and one other), will have to  pay a League Rejoining Fee of ,15,  over and above the ,25 Deposit, otherwise they will not be allowed in to the League for a period of three (3) years)


Failing to attend a MATCH, Five(5) points will be deducted from the default Team, Five(5) points given to the opposition.

11.            A team with a player moving from the area during the playing season due to  unforeseen circumstances may cancel his/her registration and replace with another player for a fee of ,3.00 subject to the Committee=s approval.

12.           The visiting captain must notify the licensee if there are any players in the side under the age of 18.  If any player should be barred from any house in the League, it is the captain=s responsibility to approach the landlord/landlady in question to clarify the position.

13.           Disciplinary action will be taken against any member for failing to return  by  the stated time any raffle tickets, dinner tickets or other material and will be responsible for any financial loss however caused, including loss or damage to any trophies.
